Subsection (3)(a)4: A schedule of capital improvements which includes any publicly
funded projects of federal, state, or local government, and which may include privately
funded projects for which the local government has no fiscal responsibility. Projects
necessary to ensure that any adopted level-of-service standards are achieved and
maintained for the 5-year period must be identified as either funded or unfunded and
given a level of priority for funding.

Subsection (3)(a)5: The schedule must include transportation improvements included in
the applicable metropolitan planning organization’s transportation improvement program
adopted pursuant to s. 339.175(8) to the extent that such improvements are relied upon
to ensure concurrency and financial feasibility. The schedule must be coordinated with
the applicable metropolitan planning organization’s long-range transportation plan
adopted pursuant to s. 339.175(7).

Subsection (3)(b): The capital improvements element must be reviewed by the local
government on an annual basis. Modifications to update the 5-year capital improvements
schedule may be accomplished by ordinance and may not be deemed to be amendments
to the local comprehensive plan.
