14. ALL PARKING SPACES SHALL BE DELINEATED BY DOUBLE STRIPES, WITH ROUND OR BOX/SQUARE END STALL LINE. (PLANNING)

15. ALL TRAFFIC CONTROL/REGULATORY/STREET SIGNS AND POST WITHIN THIS PLANNED DEVELOPMENT PROJECT SHALL BE A DECORATIVE DESIGN, AND BE APPROVED BY ARB. (PLANNING)

16. THE APPLICANT/DEVELOPER IS ADVISED THAT NO GUARANTEE OF AVAILABLE CAPACITY IS EXPRESSED OR IMPLIED BY THE ISSUANCE OF A CAPACITY AVAILABILITY LETTER, UNTIL SUCH
